Princeton, NJ., March 6, 2009 — Issaquah Brewery’s Frosty Frog was named Grand Champion at the 2009 United States Beer Tasting Championships in
the Spice/Smoke beer category. Frosty Frog was also awarded the title of Pacific Northwest Champion in the Spice/Smoke beer category in 2008.

This is Issaquah Brewery’s fourth award and second Grand Champion from the U.S. Beer Tasting Championships.
AH Previous Pacific Northwest Champions were Issaquah Brewery’s Bullfrog Ale in 2007 and Farm Frog Saison in 2006.

GSA BR EWERY The 15th annual United States Beer Tasting Championship was held in December in Princeton, New Jersey. Over
400 beers from 141 breweries participated.

The U.S. Beer Tasting Championships takes a unique approach in that its competition is held in multiple stages.
Sequential field trials are conducted wherein judges evaluate beers and select the best beers to advance to
subsequent rounds. This allows beers to be judged in relatively small flights while ensuring that the best beers are
still determined through head-to-head competition. All beers were tasted blind and judged on a hedonic scale.

Issaquah Brewery’s Frosty Frog uses 11 ingredients: Bairds Maris Otter, Bairds Brown, Biscuit, and Bairds 30-75
Malts; Columbus, Chinook, and Amarillo Hops; Raisins, Molasses, Free Range Coastal Water and Pacman Yeast.

Issaquah Brewery’s Frog beers, Menage-a-Frog, Bullfrog Ale and White Frog Ale and seasonal releases are available in Washington, at Rogue pubs in
Oregon, Washington & California and at select fine retailers across the United States.
